Registration must be completed 3 working days before course
begins.

Registered participants, unless otherwise informed by the YMCA,
must attend the course according to the time and location stated in
the brochure.

For identification purposes, participants must bring along their
receipt on the first lesson of the course.

All participants must abide to all YMCA rules, protect public
properties and respect instructors. Otherwise, YMCA may disallow
participants to attend further classes without refund of the course
fee.

Once registered and paid for a course, participants may not transfer
to another course, or transfer the fee paid or right of attendance to
another person. If a participant must transfer to another course
under special circumstances, he must submit the application at least
7 days before the course begins. YMCA will consider the application
on a case by case basis and the participant will be subject to a
handling fee of $100 for the transfer.

Except for certain courses, YMCA will not purchase text books,
musical instruments or other materials on behalf of students.
Instructors’ recommended materials are for reference only, and
participants can purchase books / instruments / materials of any
other brand on their own. YMCA will not be responsible for any
disputes arising from instructors making any arrangements with the
students.

YMCA reserves the right to take photo and video during the classes
or activities. YMCA also reserves the right to publish the photo, the
video of any person participating in our activities. Participants can
inform our staff and volunteer not to take any image during the
activities in advance.

Course fee paid is not refundable, unless the application is rejected
or the course is cancelled.

Course fee paid for classes or activities are not refundable if the
participant is absent from the class or does not attend the activity.
Arrangement for make up classes is not available.

Applicants will be informed by phone respectively for course trans-
fer arrangement or full refund will be made if a course is cancelled
(Except membership fee).
